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Building Restoration and Repair Fundraising 

 

Dear Trinity Church, 

 

For more than 140 years, we have been blessed to call our beautiful 

Victorian Gothic building home. That blessing carries responsibility, as we 

are called to steward the resources entrusted to us. 

 

For a few weeks now, we’ve been talking about raising funds for restoration 

and repair, beginning with a cornice on the rectory side and repairs to our 

leaky roofs—you have probably noticed the occasional bucket in the hallway 

outside the sacristy! Now it’s time to kick things off for real. 

 

Our first priority is the loosening cornice and cracking limestone on the 

rectory side of the church, above the rear entryway. This is the issue with 

the greatest potential to become a safety risk. Once that is accomplished, 

we’ll shift our focus to fixing the three leaks in the roofs. 

 

Our goal is currently $200,000 to repair and restore the cornice, limestone, 

and roofs. We have been blessed with a significant gift of $30,000 from a 

generous anonymous donor, plus an additional $30,000 in matching funds. 

The church will contribute $10,000 from the budget, and with the help of 

several other early givers, we have already reached $101,000. We’re halfway 

there! 

 

We need your help to get the rest of the way. Absolutely any amount is 

needed and deeply appreciated. We can only accomplish goals like this with 

the help of the whole community. 

 

Gifts can be made through the church office or collection plate, 

annotated as "Restore and Repair work." They can also be 

made online at https://bit.ly/trinity-restore, or  

using this QR code. 

 

Know that this is only the first of our projects to restore our building. Once 

this goal is achieved, we will likely launch a larger capital campaign for 

other needed work. These efforts are separate from annual pledging and 

regular gifts to the Trinity Church General Fund.
